Abstract

Currently in many countries of Europe and America, geodesign has become a
new cross-domain skill. Geodesign uses the premise and principle of "The way is
by Nature" and leverages geospatial technology to carry forward the design concept
to living environments and artificial buildings. The core appeal of Taipei City's bid
to host the 2016 World Design Capital was the “Adaptive City” idea. The word
“Adaptive” in Chinese also has the meaning of adaptation, which means that for
implementation of the project, it is needed to use innovative "design thinking" and
to progressively "reach" the core appeal.

Decision makers with design thinking must pay attention not only to the
aesthetics of appearance and styling, but also through more cross-disciplinary
dialogues and consensus, and even public participatory cooperation to make
citizens jointly plan and build a forward-looking city with design vision and urban
aesthetics. Such a city government could be well enough to lead citizens to face the
challenges of many emerging urban issues and the challenges of globalization.

In this study geodesign-related technologies, theoretical practices, and related
domestic and foreign successful stories in research and development (especially
those communities’ valuable experience in urban and neighborhood aesthetics)
were proposed for references to aesthetics of Taipei city (Western District) and its
practices. The adaptive Taipei city let the academic professionals, stores keepers,
designers and local residents, through the study of role models to open up
imagination, and after reaching a consensus, their works will be converted into

practical demonstration points (regions) of transformation effectiveness.
